1979), | am concerned about the heated debate that is currently going on in our communities. |
hate the false information and scare tactics that are being used by those trying to oppose the
Cordevista project. | plan to attend some of your meetings to personally express my support for
this project. This letter is to express my support for the Cordevista project in writing as well for
the following reasons:

1. For years, the County has been seeking to provide more economic diversification, and
high quality projects (including residential!) to increase our revenues, tax base, and provide more
places for our residents to live and work. Now that we have that opportunity, with a project such
as Cordevista, some of the same ‘no-growth’ individuals who opposed the TRIC industrial park
are opposing this project. | urge you to support the Cordevista Project.

2. Mr. Smith, the developer of Cordevista has pledged that as a result of their project the
possibility of flooding in Long Valley Creek will be dramatically reduced. | know of no other way
that the devastating floods that happened in Rainbow Bend last year can be avoided in the future.
The County has no money to pay for measures to stop the flooding. | am hopeful that we will take
advantage of Mr. Smith’s pledge to help the County solve the flooding problem.
