As stated at the March 106 mecting 6a rt
indicated in-Qn$ o1fiJ.9-1vith Storcy Cowrty, Cordevista is surrounded on thrse sides by the
TRI Industial Park and will be connected direotly to tho Indwrial Park by a newly devcloped
road coming from USA Pukway to thc Comnunity. To briug further comfort to tnosc of you
thlt are concerned of r rord to VCH, we will ask that the project be conditionod rnd have
rocorded docrrments stating thatno road shall cver be builtfrom Cordevista to VCH. This
shall bc a condition of approval.

The-political shift of power within Storcy County has alrcady occured with rhe approval ot'rJre'Painted Rock"project si'< months ago. The '3Painted Rock" 21000 + acre, mi*ri use project
(the salno zoning Cordevista is requesting) is fo hevc approrimetely 31500 homes, bringing
rpprorimately 101500 rcsidcnts to Storcy County, Storcy Counfy's currcnt poputntion is

4,000 people, and the dwelopment of Painfed Rock by itr developers, Civale,co, LLC, tnil
forever change the power structure of Storey County. Cordevista wili atso toppiy additional
oommercial ard residential to Storey County. We are, therefore, requesting that ourproject be
dishicted poUtically to give equal representation to Virginia City, vbH, und thr Loclcrrood
areas. Civeleno/Painted Rock rcceived approval to rczons 2,170 acres of Foreslry Land to mixed
use rcsidcntial in late 2005. Cordevista is seeking the same approval to rezone ie land fronr
special industial to rnixed use residential.

JoB To HousINc BIaLANCE - A REGTONAL ISSUE
The TahoeRcno Industrial Park (TRI), approvcd l0 years ago by Storey County, bas been a
grcal addition to Storcy County and has benefited thc county's to< besc. Your currcnt
Plmning Commissionerc rnd County Commissioncrs enjoy this success bui slso have
responsibilities of the locaUregional impacts that Storey County now har due to fhe
Industriul Parlc Thc adjaceut ooruties and cities arc concerned that therc is uot.sufficicnt
housing, commercial and public serwices within Storey County to balance this incredibtE Park.
TRI mty goncratc up to 180,000 jobs whioh, nost likely, could equate to a nced f.br as many as
180,000 hontcs. Without Storty County adding additional commcrcial and housing, ncighboring
cities and countics will have to provfde all ofthe housing and public services (schools, fire,
policc, e!c.) for the TRI employees witbout the offset ofcollecting sny of tho indrutrial real
cstat€ taxes that Storey County will roccivc fiom TRL IT is obvious that the jobrlome ratio in
Storey County is greatly out-of-balance. If this lopsided bdance of jobs and housing is not
conected,legislation nnd/or ontrcrttlon on a local or even stlte fevel may possibl5r occur to
remedy the situatlon. Cordevista will help to providc tho jobs/housing balancc that Storey
County needs to rectiff this iszue.

PETROGLYPHS WILL BE PRESERVED AND PROTECTED
Cordcvistasu::ounds the 80 acrss of Storey County owned landwhich contain one of the
nation's largcst concentraflons of petoglyphs. Cordevista is worklng closcly with the Ncvada
RockArt Foundrtion (MIAtr. - the volunteer group worHng to log end protect the
pctroglyphs) on a plan to allow public tccess whilc protectlng this invaluable nstional
trsasure. Cordevista ir willing to donrte to tho County adjacont lands to tho cxisting 80
acre petroglyph site to erpand it with additional petroglyph sites so they crn rlso be
protected for fufure generrtions to enjoy,

Nervada arrd thc University of Nevada Reno in studlng thc wild horses. As Cordevista develops
its land plan, it will work with these and otber private groups on a plan to preserve open space
for the wild horsEs and native wildlife within the conrmuniry. At lcast 407o of Cordevista wlll
remain as open space for individuals rnd wild borse/wildlife habitat to enjoy.
